Winter-Warmers Report
· INTRODUCTION
Six schools in the Paarl and Wellington area with children from grades 1 – 9 from previously disadvantaged communities received 3 721 rain resistant tracksuits. The children’s parents are mostly farm workers.

· RAND COST OF INVESTMENT
R825,717.90 was spent on 3 721 tracksuits, equating to R221.91, per child, per tracksuit.

· ANTICIPATED RETURN ON INVESTMENT

1) Safety & Protection

Protects children from the Western Cape cold and rainy weather.
Children live more than 5 km from school and walk on poorly lit roads used primarily by trucks, hence permanent neon reflectors were sewn on each arm.
It is hoped that exposure to natural elements is thereby better minimized, with expectations of less school absenteeism during winter months.

2) Sustainability
The tracksuits will last for + 3 years, and provide protection during that time.

3) Socio-Economic Effect
Parents may now use money to purchase other necessities, such as food.
